Phoenix WinNonlin Questions

Q: What is Phoenix WinNonlin 6.2?

Phoenix WinNonlin 6.2 is the next generation of WinNonlin, the industry standard for PK and
PD modeling and noncompartmental analysis. Phoenix WinNonlin improves the scientific
productivity of critical drug development tasks by providing a comprehensive analysis
environment that implements efficient, reusable workflows, and high quality outputs while
reducing learning and collaboration barriers and enabling more impactful quantitative
decision making. Phoenix is an evolution of WinNonlin and a revolution in modeling.

Q: Why would | want Phoenix WinNonlin?

A: Phoenix WinNonlin 6.2 is an easy to learn comprehensive analysis environment where you
can perform virtually all of the analyses for standard PK and PK/PD studies. It facilitates
decision making by easily generating figures, tables and listings for standard PK and PK/PD
studies. It allows you to analyze multiple matrices (e.g., urine, plasma) in a single NCA run.

Phoenix WinNonlin provides large gains in efficiency by enabling you to build analyses in an
intuitive workflow schematic that can be copied, reused, and shared with colleagues. You can
make changes to the workflow and refresh it without rebuilding the whole analysis project.
Quality auditors can view the workflows and settings to easily verify outputs.

Phoenix WinNonlin allows for multiple simultaneous models in a given project (workspace),
unlike current versions of WinNonlin. Phoenix’ high-quality graphics reduce your reliance on
outside applications. All work is mapped in a visual workflow engine enabling more efficient
project management, modification, and error identification.

Phoenix WinNonlin allows you to process data with built-in routines for: sorting; merging;
filtering; stacking; pivoting; joining; and more. Integrated tables provide a quick and easy
way to tabulate data while allowing the flexibility to edit in Microsoft® Excel.

Phoenix WinNonlin is easy to learn and promotes collaboration through easily transferable
project files and templated workflows and models.

When used with Phoenix Connect™ (sold separately), you can access the Pharsight®
Knowledgebase Server™ (PKS™) as well as third party solutions and standards including:
CDISC, SAS, S-Plus®, R®, NONMEM?®, SigmaPlot®, and ODBC.
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Q: What happened to WinNonlin®?

A: WinNonlin is still Pharsight’s flagship product. Phoenix WinNonlin 6.2 is implemented on
the Phoenix platform and has a much improved look and feel. Phoenix WinNonlin 6.2 has the
same computational engines in place and can load most files and workspaces from
WinNonlin versions 5 and 4. Support for WinNonlin without Phoenix will continue according
to Pharsight’s internal policy of 18 months after release of the next version. Contact Pharsight
at support@pharsight.com for exact support termination dates for a given WinNonlin version.

Q: Would | get the same answers in Phoenix WinNonlin 6.2 as WinNonlin 5?

You will get the same answers when running analyses in WinNonlin 6.2 as you did with
WinNonlin 5.3, unless specific enhancements have been added that could affect the results.
For example, the best fit algorithm in the NCA module has been enhanced whereby Crax
values are never included in the lambdaz regression. In such case the results might differ with
the best fit algorithm but if the user manually enters the same start and end point for
lambdaz calculation then results will be exactly the same.

Q: | already have an earlier WinNonlin version, what is my upgrade path?
A: Phoenix WinNonlin 6.2 is the upgrade path and is free of charge if you have an existing
license agreement and have paid your annual license fee.

Q: What backwards compatibility exists with files created using previous versions of
WinNonlin?

A: Phoenix WinNonlin 6.2 (PHX WNL) can read most files created with previous versions of
WinNonlin (WNL), but it will not write to those file types.

If you have a WNL node license, you will be able to run WinNonlin 5 OR Phoenix WinNonlin 6
at the same time.

If you have a WinNonlin float license, you can run both simultaneously as long as two licenses
are available. Each running WinNonlin application will use (or check out / tie up) one
available float license.

Q: How are project files stored in Phoenix WinNonlin?

A: In a major improvement versus previous versions, Phoenix WinNonlin 6.2 captures all
relevant information related to an analysis or model and saves it in a single project file,
*.phxproj, that can be easily located and shared. In other words, a Phoenix project will store
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all input data, all data analysis and all results. In addition, one can import files for storage
within the project like a Microsoft Word or Power Point document. These files cannot be read
directly from Phoenix but they are stored within the project and can be exported and viewed
after the project is loaded.

Q: What about the IVIVC Toolkit for WinNonlin?
A: Phoenix WinNonlin 6.2 has a new Phoenix IVIVC Toolkit for WinNonlin. The previous toolkit
for the non-Phoenix version has been incorporated into Phoenix. In addition, several
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
